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This is the work of the church. It’s our mission state-
ment. It’s what we aspire to become tomorrow. It’s 
what we strive to be today. So how are we going to 
get the job done? 
 
Over the next several months, I’m going to write 
about the work we need to do to become who God is 
calling us to be as members of a community of faith 
at Wendell UMC. Part of the work we’re all called to 
do, according to the apostle Paul, is “to equip the 
saints for the work of ministry which is building up the 
body of Christ.” (Ephesians 4:12) As part of my re-
sponsibilities as an equipper of saints, I’d like to provide more resources for our 
work together. The first resource will be a monthly devotional guide. 
 
This guide will follow the lectionary and especially the lectionary texts which will be 
the focus of worship on Sunday. It will offer my thoughts about the text for that 
week as well as places where you are invited to think deeper about the text and 
how its message may play out in your life. Each devotion will end with a prayer-
starter, a couple of thoughts to pray around. 
 
Time with God is essential to refilling our spiritual tanks, feeding our souls for 
growth, and strengthening our relationship with our God. I know there are many 
types of devotional exercises and many different devotional tools available. If you 
are using one already, that’s wonderful. If you are not using one, consider begin-
ning one. The devotions in the newsletter may not be the devotional resource best 
suited for your lifestyle. That’s fine. Find one that is. If you’ve never used a devo-
tional, try this one. 
 
Research shows a good rule of thumb for establishing a new habit is to do that new 
thing for about 60 days. Establish a habit of devotion. Make a commitment to 
spend daily time with God. Take some time each morning and read the scriptures. 
Think about the message. What meaning do you think it carried for the first people 
to hear it? How does that message engage your life? How can you respond to that 
invitation today? 
 
Equip yourselves for the work of the church. The more we all know about Christ, 
his message, and the purpose of his body (the church universal), the easier 
it will be to build it up.

 Week of January 1 – The Naming of Jesus 
Luke 2:15-21 

����  Brief Lesson 
Names also have meanings. It’s always fun to look up the meaning of your name. Our names are sometimes cho-
sen to seal upon us our parents’ hope for our future or their expectations for our actions. Sometimes our names fit. 
Sometimes they don’t. In the scriptures, they usually did. 
 
The name of the child to be born to Mary would be named “Jesus”. Luke tells us that this name had been picked 
out for him before he was even conceived in the womb. This Christ-child was born with expectations and in the 
midst of a nation’s hopes and dreams for a relationship with their God. 
 
This child was born to carry out something, to accomplish something, to live out a specific and significant purpose. 
This child’s story was stamped upon him before he was even conceived in the womb. His name was to be “Jesus” 
(Yeshua) which means God saves…and he did. 
 
Our lives are stamped by God. 
Our lives carry God’s hopes and dreams and desires. 
Our lives have been named by God. 
Our lives have a purpose. Have you spoken to God lately about yours?

 Week of January 8 - The Epiphany of the Wise Men 
Matthew 2:1-12  

����  Brief Lesson 
Most of us are fairly certain of what we know. We understand the world to be a certain way and act in a certain way 
because certain forces are acting in it and upon it. We are not always right and sometimes we only know in part. 
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Genealogies, magi, dramatic 
escapes, and temptations. Ser-
mons on mountains, sick peo-
ple being healed, confusing 
parables and stories. A be-
trayal, a death, and a resurrec-
tion! 
 
Matthew is about Jesus: Jesus’ 
life, Jesus’ death, and Jesus’ 
resurrection. Come join our 
Ministerial Intern, Jared Kend-
all, in the Fellowship Hall at 
10:00am beginning on January 
8 as we encounter Christ in the 
Good News of Matthew! 

An epiphany is when the truth breaks through what we thought we knew to 
illuminate the reality of how things are. Epiphanies are difficult to accept at 
the time because they require humility of us and a willingness to admit we 
didn’t know everything. If knowledge is power, an epiphany illuminates how 
powerless we really are and how much we rely on the Truth greater than our 
understanding. 
 
Look carefully at the birth narrative in Matthew’s gospel and think about these 
questions: (answers are at the end of the last devotion) 
 
1. How many kings visited Jesus? 
2. What were their names and in what book of the Bible can their names be 

found? 
3. What countries did they come from? 
4. What gifts did they bring and who brought which gift? 
5. What mode of transportation did they use? 
6. What did the kings say to the shepherds when they arrived? 
7. How old was Jesus when they arrived at the stable? 
8. What did they say to Joseph and Mary? 
 
The wise men were wise, not because they knew the movements of the stars 
and constellations, not because they had access to ancient knowledge, but 
because they were willing to allow something new, an Epiphany, to break 
through all their knowledge of the things they thought they knew. 
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Nothing we understand will ever be the same after we meet Jesus. Life has more meaning. Love is more miracu-
lous. Kind deeds seem to carry more weight. Even the roads we travel seem different. 
 
The Bible tells us that the magi went home by another way. Any way we travel after meeting Jesus will seem differ-
ent because we realize we’re traveling with a God-inspired purpose and we’re not traveling alone. Christ is Em-
manuel…”God with us”. 
 
Because of Christ in the manger, because God is with us, the helpless have hope. The weary can find rest. The 
abandoned are loved. The broken can be made whole. Those in need of forgiveness have mercy and grace. 
 
We were never alone. We are not alone. We will never be alone. Because of the God we now journey beside, no 
road we travel will ever be the same. Nothing will ever be the same again. Christ is born. Christ is with us. Christ, 
Emmanuel.

Give thanks for the God whose love has turned all that we thought we knew upside-down and inside-out. May we 
encounter God with an open spirit, allowing ourselves to be changed and the way we travel, transformed. 
 

 Week of January 15 - The Baptism of Jesus 
Mark 1:4-11 

����  Brief Lesson 
Water is a common image used in scripture. 
 
At creation, the Spirit moved over the waters. With Noah, water sealed the fate of those who didn’t heed the warn-
ings as well the fates of the faithful. After the flood, a new covenant was established with a rainbow as its sign, 
which cannot be formed without water. The enslaved Israelites were led to freedom through the sea and into the 
land promised them by God. 
 
At the incarnation, Jesus was nurtured in the water of Mary’s womb. Jesus’ first miracle dealt with the transforma-
tion of water. Some of Jesus’ many miracles had him walking on water, providing life-giving water, healing the blind 
with water, and calming a storm at sea with his words. The entrance to Jesus’ public ministry was also marked by 
water. 
 
Baptism marks a beginning as well as an end. It’s the passing of the way things were and anticipating the way 
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At Charge Conference we elected some new leaders to several positions as well as retained some returning 
ones. Members of the administrative committees 
(Nominations, Staff-Pastor Parrish, Trustees, and Fi-
nance) as well as committee chairs of the other pro-
gram/ministry committees (worship, congregational care, 
outreach, etc.) with 2-3 other members of their commit-
tees got together for a leadership retreat December 10 
where they reviewed their roles and responsibilities and 
established a meeting schedule.  Afterwards everyone 
was invited to go out to our future site for a prayer ser-
vice and sharing of visions of our future. 
 
Leaders elected at our October Charge Conference be-
gan serving in January 2012.  You will find a full roster in 
this newsletter on pages 9-11. 
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things will be. It’s a cleansing of what has gathered to celebrate our cleanli-
ness in Christ. It’s a death to the old and a birth to the new. 
 
United Methodists celebrate baptism through sprinkling on the head, pour-
ing over the head, or full immersion (dunking the head and everything else 
below the surface). We don’t know exactly what Jesus’ baptism looked like 
but we do know he was baptized by John in the river Jordan before leaving 
for the wilderness to prepare for a very public and very painful ministry. 
 
Jesus lived a sinless life yet he was baptized. Baptism is not about forgive-
ness of sins. It can’t be. Baptism is about the establishing or renewing of the 
relationship we have with God as well as the celebrating of the relationship 
God has always had with us. 
 
If you have not been baptized, pray about it. Consider celebrating your new 
relationship with God and God’s continued relationship with you. 
 
If you have already been baptized, try to recall why you did it. What and who 
brought you to that moment. Was it a heavy season of life and you col-
lapsed into God’s arms? Was it in response to a sudden realization of how 
much you truly are loved by God? Was it as a child and in the midst of a 
faith community that promised to be present with you during your childhood 
in ways that taught you about and showed you examples of God’s love? 
 
The baptismal font at the entrance of the sanctuary is there for a reason – to 
remind us of our baptisms each time we gather in worship or to help us an-
ticipate the day when we will be baptized and our journey with God begins 
in a new a powerful way. The next time we gather in worship, see the water, 
touch the water, remember your baptism and be thankful. 
 
����  Prayer 
Give thanks for a God who, throughout time, has engulfed and over-
whelmed his people with his love. Give thanks for the opportunity to begin 
anew this day, to start a new journey, and to travel a fresh road with a God 
who has always been with us and whose love will always remain…in our 
beginnings, in our midst, and in our future. 
 

Week of January 22 – Fishers of Men 
Mark 1:14-20 

����  Brief Lesson 
Mark tells us that Jesus was walking by the Sea of Galilee and he saw 
Simon and his brother Andrew casting a fishing net into the sea and in typi-
cally Mark fashion, he adds “By the way, they were fishermen.” Mark always 
seems to add little details to his stories. 
 
How plain…how unnecessary…but how very interesting. They were fisher-
men. Mark wants us to know that Simon and Andrew were fishermen, nor-
mal guys, working guys, smelly guys.  
 
Mark’s extra details here draw us into the story. We immediately identify 
with the disciples. We can’t identify with Jesus. None of us really identify 
with John the Baptist. We can all identify with these guys casting nets into 
the sea…these fishermen.

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We all relate to guys who work for a living. We can relate to guys who are 
probably overworked and underpaid. We can all relate to these guys who 
are just trying to make ends meet. They are no one special, no one out of 
the ordinary, but it’s their ordinariness that makes them extraordinary. They 
are the every man, with a fishy smell.

Jesus saw these every-man men and said to them, “Follow me and I will 
make you fishers of men.” Jesus didn’t ask them to quit their job and spend

 Week of January 29 - Vegetarian Sunday 
1 Corinthians 8:1-13 

����  Brief Lesson 
The church at Corinth had a dilemma. It was a town full of Christians and a 
town full of pagans. Not everyone got along and not everybody understood 
what the other guys were doing. In the midst of this confusion, the church 
wrote Paul and asked his advice. 
 
There were animal sacrifices being made to pagan gods and those sacri-
fices produced meat that would be sold in the town markets probably to help 
fund the pagan temple or support the pagan priests. Christians shopped at 
those markets. Christians bought food in those pagan markets. Christians 
often purchased in the markets the meat sacrificed to the pagan gods and 
there lay the problem. 
 
Many of the Christians in town were concerned about their spiritual health. If 
they ate the meat sacrificed to those pagan gods, how would their spirituality 
be affected? Would it taint their relationship with God? Could the meat rot 
their faith from the inside out because it was meat marked for the pagan 
gods? 
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Paul’s response was good for them to hear and good for us as well. Paul told them “other gods don’t exist. That 
meat was marked for gods who aren’t there. The meat can’t harm you because the meat carries no significance. 
BUT… there are younger Christians among you who don’t understand that. They may see you eat the meat and be 
confused thinking, ‘How can our Christian brothers and sisters eat that meat sacrificed to those other gods? It’s 
going to rot their faith out.’” 
 
Paul tells the church that there are things we as Christians do which are harmless and safe and carry no real 
significance because our faith is strong and our relationship with God runs deep. At the same time, there are 
Christians who are newer in their faith or even people who don’t understand Christianity and they are watch-
ing us to learn. The faith of these younger Christians or pre-Christians is harmed by their misunderstanding of 
our harmless action. 
 
Paul tells us to not do things that may harm the faith of our brothers and sisters even if what we’re doing is 
really harmless. 
 
Have you ever done something that may confuse a non-believer? Think through your actions and what the 
public sees of you. Is there any work or piece of wardrobe that may confuse an outsider looking at it? 
 
“Therefore, if food is a cause of their falling, I will never eat meat, so that I may not cause one of them to fall.” 
– 1 Corinthians 8:13 
 
����  Prayer 
Give thanks for a God who has such a deep love of others that he gave his only Son to die for them that they 
may live.

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      MISSION: 
     To reduce hunger in our community by providing 
    food to those in need. 
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It wasn’t all that long ago that we were getting a small jar 
of peanut butter for a dollar at Aldi’s.  We could also get a 
large box of corn flakes for the same price.  And those 

were everyday prices, not sales.  Current pricing?  The corn flakes are now $1.69, 
and peanut butter goes for $1.89.  Prices are still relatively low on their canned ravi-
oli, hot dogs, grits, tuna, and canned fruits, but there are some items we’ve been 
getting there that we will start buying elsewhere—until those prices, too, become 
excessive.  It is time to again do a round of comparison shopping to see where the 
best prices are for those items we regularly give out at the pantry.  Of course, our 
eyes are always on the lookout for sales, too. 
 
Keeping the pantry shelves stocked is an ongoing 
challenge in three ways: (1) finding a time Aldi is 
open when both Scott and I can go; (2) trying to 
keep our spending within the pantry’s allotted 
monthly budget, and (3) trying to keep enough on 
the pantry shelves to serve each family that comes 
to us for assistance.  The big problem there is that 
we never know what to expect from month to 
month.  We might have 69 families come in or we 
might have 99.   
 
December was a BIG month for us.  We were able to assist 107 families—322 indi-
viduals—who were in need of food.  That is the first time we’ve even hit 100 families 
during a month since July, 2009.  As we’ve done for the past couple of years, we 
gave each family a $10 Food Lion gift card in December in addition to their food.  
The pantry also was able to help eight families put something under the tree for their 
children with toys not purchased at the Saints for Santa sale.  We also found some-
one to go out and buy a warm winter jacket for a rapidly growing young son of one of 
our pantry clients. 
 
Back in 2010 we helped a total of 876 families (2,581 individuals) with food,  This 
past year those numbers jumped to 994 families (2,933 individuals), and prices just 
kept climbing and climbing.  It definitely presents a challenge, and yet somehow be-
tween what Missions & Outreach gives us to spend, what the congregation puts in 
the plate for the pantry, what our congregation and other congregations in our com-
munity buy for the pantry, what St. Eugene’s and our Divine Tilth grow for the pantry, 
the bread and eggs that are voluntarily donated and delivered,  the community food 

drives that we benefit from … somehow we still manage to help every fam-
ily that comes to us.  There are times that I definitely get a “loaves 

and fishes” feeling, especially as the end of the month ap-
proaches and the shelves are looking sparse.  But 
God provides.  God always provides.
